




Nebbia, 2007  -  on  tour: Third part of the Sky Trilogy directed by Daniele Finzi Pasca was launched in
December, 2007. Nebbia is a creation of Cirque Éloize in production with Teatro Sunil. Meaning fog in
Italian, Nebbia explores the world of dreams and the imaginary. In the fog, you get lost, you find each
other, but above all, you are confronted with the unexpected… Nebbia will once again plunge you into
a poetic and sensitive universe mixing acrobatics to theatre in a subtle way…

Rain, 2004  -  on  tour: Rain, reunites Nomade's team of creators with Director Daniele Finzi Pasca, a
multitalented artist reknown for the sensibility and poetry of his work. This creation about childhood
memories made up of moments snatched from time and frozen forever, combines acrobatic feats with
sensuality, pure poetry.

Cirque  Éloize, 1993  -  1997  :  In its first show called Cirque Éloize, the company elaborated the foun-
dation of what it would become by presenting a new way to blend theater, dance and circus acts on
stage. 

Excentricus,  1997  -  2002  :  Excentricus has enraptured audiences around the world with its breath-
taking acrobatics, infectious comedy and rambunctious live music. This enthralling animal-free pro-
duction unfolds like a flower, loosely structured around characters and relationships. Excentricus is
circus with atmosphere, poetry, humour and, above all, heart.

Cirque  Orchestra,  1999  -  2002  :  The dream of flying has always been associated with freedom.
This quest is brought to life in Cirque Orchestra. Sharing the stage with a symphony orchestra, this
production marries the art of circus with contemporary dance and classical music.

Nomade, 2002  -  2007  :  With Nomade - At night, the sky is endless, Cirque Éloize invites audiences
on a surreal journey along the highways and byways of their imagination. A community of performers
stages a carnival filled with song, dance, music, juggling and acrobatic feats. Their journey begins at
dusk and ends at dawn because at nighttime, the sky shines with endless possibilities. Nomade
stopped touring after more than 700 performances offered to worldwide audiences during its 4 1/2
years on the road.

The show also invites audience mem-
bers to embark on a journey through their own imaginations. Created in 2002, Nomade - At night, the sky is endless is the first part of the
Trilogy produced in collaboration with Director Daniele Finzi Pasca of Teatro Sunil. Presented at some of the world's most prestigious theatres
and festivals, this show marks an important step in Cirque Éloize's evolution and crystallizes the company's success throughout Québec and
abroad. After touring for five years, Nomade - At night, the sky is endless has been performed over 700 times. Along the way, the show has
been nominated for and has received a number of awards, including a GEMINI Award in 2005 in the "Best Performance in a Performing Arts
Program or Series" category; and a GÉMEAUX Award for "Best variety or stage arts show". In September 2007, Nomade - At night, the sky is
endless represented Québec at the Universal Forum of Cultures - Monterrey, Mexico with three weeks of performances.

takes us deep into the world of childhood dreams and memories that we all share. Inspired by timeless and imperishable moments, this cre-
ation marries acrobatic prowess with sensuality and pure poetry. Rain was the fifth creation of Cirque Éloize, and it continues to enjoy
resounding success wherever it goes. Presented close to 500 times around the world to date, the show was a sensation on Broadway in New
York in 2005. In the fall of 2007, Rain has launched a major tour of Broadway venues in North America.

TheSky Trilogy
In 2001, following a meeting between Cirque Éloize and Daniele Finzi Pasca, the foundation was laid for a project that is now completed:

The  Sky  Trilogy.  Three shows in which the world of acrobatics and the poetry of the circus that are unique to Cirque Éloize meet the nostal-
gic and ethereal universe and the profoundly human characters who populate Daniele Finzi Pasca's shows.

Sky Trilogy
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Founded in Lugano in 1983 by Daniele Finzi Pasca, Teatro Sunil has produced over 30 theater and dance performances and has worked with
more than 200 performers in various countries. The core team has taken shape over the years and includes Maria Bonzanigo, Daniele Finzi
Pasca, Marco Finzi Pasca, Hugo Gargiulo, Dolores Heredia and Antonio Vergamini.

The company has performed in 26 countries and worked on joint productions with Swiss, Italian, Austrian, Brazilian, Canadian and Mexican
companies. With Teatro della carezza, it operates a research laboratory on the technical approach in the work of both actors and dancers.
The style adopted by the Teatro Sunil has given rise to a creative culture and technique that focus on beauty, nostalgia and the invisible ges-
ture. Over the years, the troupe has presented its creative approach in training sessions and at conferences. 

In recent years, Daniele Finzi Pasca has directed several creations that have led Teatro Sunil, or some of its members, to work with him in
various creative teams: Nomade and Rain for Cirque Eloize, Corteo for  Cirque du Soleil, and the closing ceremony for the 20th Olympic games
ceremony in Turin in 2006 for Filmmaster and Toroc. This remarkable event was watched by 35,000 spectators in the Olympic stadium and
more than two million TV viewers.

Teatro Sunil   
Sunil : is the name of a young Bengali,

which Daniele Finzi Pasca met in Calcutta in 1983 while
he was volunteering for a project that supports persons stuggling with terminal illness. 

Back in Lugano, Daniele joined with with a group of childhood friends, to found Teatro Sunil.

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Word from 
theDirector
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The fog that would float down when we visited my grandparents would swallow up the entire house.The neighborhood disappeared,
followed by the entire village. Standing on the living room balcony, I would spy on the void and when the sky was very low, I would see strange
things. The waves of the sea licked the garden gate and hallucinations paraded along the row of poplar trees. I’d watch as lovers chased
after one another, I’d see camels, elephants, soldiers returning from war… Once, I even saw myself float by. I was all grown up, driving a red
car. It was often, or should I say always, a carnival... 

The sound of the sea was omnipresent. And when the fog lifted, mullet and bass would be lying on the road. Once,we even found a fishing
boat in the village square. An entire fishing boat. Yet the ocean was 300 kilometers from my grandparents’ house. 

There are other types of fog; fog that slips down over our eyes, drawing a thin veil between us and those who are already a little bit else-
where. For some time, a fog has floated between my grandmother and me; I look a little blurred to her. Sometimes I’m my grandfather as
a younger manor, in the flash of a second, just some stranger, some shadow. My grandmother has gone to the other side of the sky, which
was very low. Occasionally, we see her, as the little girl never knew, as the young woman who turned my grandfather’s head, the old olive
tree planted in the garden by an ancestor… 

From a very early age, I’ve been fascinated by acrobatics. Fascinated by the movement that defies the laws of gravity, that combines
strength and lightness, precision, synchronicity, confidence, surprise and risk. I like what goes unexpressed in theater, the veiled, the ges-
ture that remains invisible. 

When the sky is very low, we see things we don’t normally see. We travel in a world of memories, invented images, what we call dreams for
the sake of convenience. To tell my tale of a childhood that is re-invented each time, I use geometries and the lucidity of acrobatic theatre
danced on stage by an extraordinary group of performers.

For 15 years now, we have approached the circus arts from the point of view that acrobatics is a part of a whole and that it must be inte-
grated in the narrative tapestry of the show. With each of our creations, it is our firm desire to touch the spectators and simply give them
an opportunity to share a few small moments of eternity with us over the course of two hours.

Our undertaking relies on breaking the rules, constantly changing traditions and integrating different forms of art. NEBBIA is a new step
in this direction.

Creators bios

Daniele Finzi Pasca was born in Lugano, Switzerland in 1964. Director, author, choreographer, and clown, Daniele Finzi Pasca was born into
a family of photographers and grew up in his father's darkroom, following in the footsteps of his grandfather and great-grandfather. His col-
laboration with his brother Marco began early in life, and together they founded two small soccer teams: Finfazu first, followed by Canarivi.
Daniele's introduction to the world of the circus came through gymnastics, and he later took his first steps on stage under the guidance of
a clown named Fery.

In 1983, he moved to India, where he worked as a volunteer looking after the sick. Upon returning to Switzerland, he founded Teatro Sunil,
which he heads to this day. His lifelong fascination with clowning led to a collaboration with Maria Bonzanigo, from which sprang a theatri-
cal technique that they would call "Teatro della Carezza".

Finzi Pasca was sentenced to a short stay in prison for acting as a conscientious objector, and during that time, he put the finishing touch-
es on his trilogy dedicated to "escape". One part of this trilogy was Icaro, a monologue for an audience of one. Interpreted by Finzi Pasca,
and performed for more than 15 years in six different languages, Icaro has been presented around the world. This "benchmark" show would
come to define the essence of style and elegance that is Teatro Sunil.

The years that followed saw Finzi Pasca create and direct some 25 shows with Teatro Sunil. His projects have been seen in more than 20
countries, and are marked by a profound sense of humanity and playfulness. They include: Rituale, Viaggio al Confine, Dialoghi col Sonno,
Percossi Obbligati, Giacobbe, 1337, Aitestás and Visitatio (a production of Teatro Sunil and Carbone 14 of Montréal).

In recent years he has written and directed Te amo, a production of Poramor Producciones and Teatro Sunil, featuring Ana and Dolores
Heredia, and two shows for the Cirque Eloize of Montreal: Nomade - At night, the sky is endless and Rain - Comme une pluie dans tes yeux.
Nomade opened in 2002 and has met with enormous success in Paris, London, Vienna, Montréal, Athens, Rotterdam, Beirut, Hong Kong,
Rome, Milan, Madrid etc, with more than 700 performances. Rain opened in 2003 at Irvine, California, and has had great success in New
York and San Francisco, as well as receiving the Best Touring Production of the Year Theatre Award in Great Britain. For this show Daniele
Finzi Pasca was nominated as the Best Director at the Drama Desk Awards in New York.

In 2003 the Cirque du Soleil asked him to write and direct their new itinerant show, Corteo, which opened in April 2005 and is still touring
around the world.

Daniele Finzi Pasca has also been commissioned to devise and direct the closing ceremony of the Torino 2006 Olympic Winter Games.

In 2007 Daniele Finzi Pasca won the Swiss Award in the "show business" category. Ever faithful to his early influences, the projects that
Daniele Finzi Pasca produces are stamped with his personal theatrical style and vision, creating a distinctive stage presence and method-
ology for his performers, which he is often asked to present in theatre schools and academies. Casagrande has published his collection of
short stories entitled Come Acqua allo specchio as well as the complete script of Viaggio al Confine.

At the age of 21, following her Bachelor’s studies in psychology and communications, Julie Hamelin pursued her career in cinema before
entering the world of circus. Co-founder of Cirque Éloize, Julie Hamelin contributes significatively to the success of the company that she
has co-directed since 1998. She works on different areas within the company, including marketing, where she helps to define the image of
the young company, both nationally and internationally; market development, where she oversees the international outreach of productions;
and creatively in the area of artistic direction, in collaboration with Jeannot Painchaud. 

In 1999, Julie propelled the company onto the international market by producing a four-week series of Excentricus at the Edinburgh Festival
in Scotland, hosting 150 international producers and presenters in the process. In 2001, she signed a partnership agreement with the
largest talent agency in the United States, and has forged major partnerships in several European markets. Thanks to Julie's international
development, the company has presented more than 3,000 performances in more than 30 countries, and has participated in many pres-
tigious international festivals.

In 2001, Julie and Jeannot initiated and cultivated a relationship with Daniele Finzi Pasca and his company, Teatro Sunil. This partnership
led to the creation of Nomade - At night, the sky is endless in 2002, followed by Rain in 2004. 

In 2003, she brought together partners for the production of the show Rain for which, as Creative Producer, she plays a determining role in
the show’s artistic direction. During that same period, Julie Hamelin and Jeannot Painchaud founded Theatre T. & Cie, which produced and
supervised the international promotion of a show by Jamie Adkins entitled Typo. Adkins is an artist whose evolution in Excentricus was
observed with great interest.

In 2004, Julie developed a strategy that resulted in Rain being presented on Broadway for a six-week run, where it piqued the interest of
the press and major producers. She subsequently developed the strategy for the presentation of a four-week run in a key theatre on the
San Francisco Broadway circuit. Once again, the show garnered rave reviews from the press, and from producers on the American West
Coast. The result: In 2006, Julie signed a partnership with two of the most important producers on Broadway.

In the summer of 2005, Julie was invited by Daniele Finzi Pasca and Teatro Sunil to join the creative team that assisted Finzi Pasca in the
creation and production of the closing ceremonies for the 20th Olympic Winter Games in Turin, Italy. As "First Assistant Stage Director", Julie
helped Finzi Pasca write the closing ceremonies, and was responsible for monitoring the progress of the project up to the point where the
finishing touches were put on the final script. She also worked with the production department on the production process, and was respon-
sible for overseeing the design of all group choreographies for the production team. Today, Julie Hamelin and Jeannot Painchaud are
co-directors of Cirque Éloize.

Nebbia specifically, the third component of a trilogy initiated by Nomade and followed by Rain, emerged in December 2007. Written by
Daniele Finzi Pasca, this creation is a production by Cirque Éloize and Teatro Sunil. Julie Hamelin served as the Creative Producer and over-
saw the international release of the new production.

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Creators bios

A graduate of Montreal's National Circus School, Jeannot Painchaud's career has spanned two decades. He started out as an artist, work-
ing with various circus companies and multidisciplinary artistic groups for twelve years. He performed on stage or under the big top as part
of a trio, a duet, and even solo, and toured the world constantly. At the start of his career, Jeannot travelled extensively throughout Europe
as a public entertainer. He continued his training at the same time, mainly in acting, through a series of internships. An acrobat and jug-
gler, Jeannot's specialty is artistic bicycle. In 1989, he spent some time at the Centre national des arts du cirque (CNAC) in Chalon sur
Marne, France. He was a member of the Québec-based Cirque du Tonnerre company in 1990-1991, and he earned a bronze medal at the
1992 Festival Mondial du Cirque de demain in Paris for his artistic bicycle presentation. He then joined Cirque du Soleil on tour, which took
him on his first trip to Japan. 

In 1993, Jeannot founded Cirque Éloize with Daniel Cyr and Claudette Morin. During the early years, he performed on stage and directed
the company's productions. In 1998, he left the stage to dedicate himself fully to the direction of Cirque Éloize. He has continued to focus
on the company's evolution ever since, working in collaboration with Julie Hamelin, who is responsible for international development. 

In 2001, Jeannot staged the first version of the show entitled Cirque Orchestra. The integration of other forms of entertainment with acro-
batics is a driving force for Jeannot, and this vision demands the support of creators in the theatre and contemporary dance milieus. The
same year, Jeannot and Julie Hamelin met Daniele Finzi Pasca, a Stage Director and Founder of Teatro Sunil, who has become a major influ-
ence on Cirque Éloize. Finzi Pasca has created two shows for the company: Nomade - At night, the sky is endless, for which Jeannot was
responsible for artistic direction and collaborated on the writing; and Rain, for which the Painchaud-Hamelin team assumed responsibility
of the artistic direction. Jeannot was also the Artistic Director and Staging Advisor for Typo, a show produced by Theatre T & Cie., which was
created by the Directors of Cirque Éloize.

In 2003, Jeannot founded the first North American Circus Festival, the “Semaine des arts du cirque”, which was held in the Magdalen
Islands, where he was raised. A self-directed artist and entrepreneur, Jeannot's extensive travels have taken him to more than 30 countries,
and today, he continues to pursue his dream and primary mission: to have the circus arts recognized as a full art form.

Jeannot Painchaud is also head of the Special Events department at Cirque Éloize, where he is responsible for the stage direction and devel-
opment of customized concepts for large-scale projects that are presented around the world, including galas, corporate events, special tel-
evision presentations, and more.

In 2005, Jeannot was invited by Daniele Finzi Pasca and Teatro Sunil to join the creative team for the closing ceremonies of the 20th
Olympic Winter Games in Turin, Italy. The 7-person team included 5 members of Teatro Sunil and 2 members of Cirque Éloize. As assistant
to the Stage Director, Jeannot was in charge of the acrobatic components of the ceremony. Today, Jeannot Painchaud and Julie Hamelin
are co-directors of Cirque Éloize.

Nebbia has emerged in December, 2007, specifically the third component of a trilogy initiated by Nomade and followed by Rain. Written by
Daniele Finzi Pasca, this creation is a production by Cirque Éloize and Teatro Sunil. Jeannot Painchaud served as the Director of Creation
of this project.

Musical  Composer  and  arrangements  -  Choreographer

Born in Lausanne in 1966, Maria hails from Italian Switzerland where she continues to live today. Co-founder of Teatro Sunil, she has con-
tributed since 1984 to the development of the company's poetics and work method through her work as an actor, dancer, choreographer,
stage music creator, and educator, and by participating in more than twenty creations. She has worked as a dance teacher for the interna-
tional association Rosalia Chladek in Vienna and she composed some soundtracks for Nomade - At night the sky is endless and Rain of
Cirque Éloize; for Corteo of Cirque du Soleil; and for the closing ceremonies of the 2006 Torino Olympic Winter Games where she was also
part of the production group as Finzi Pasca's Assistant for selected choreographies

Maria  Bonzanigo
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Costume  design

Over the past decade, scenic artist and costume designer Linda Brunelle has been responsible for the design of sets and costumes for
numerous shows in theatre, dance, and cinema, as well as the circus milieu. Her many projects have included the creation of the show Le
Traitement de Martin Crimp, directed by Claude Poissant during the Festival des Amériques in 2006. She also acquired public recognition by
receiving the Gascon-Roux Award for the costumes for Tristan et Yseult created at Théâtre du Nouveau Monde in 2004, as well as the People's
Choice Award for the costumes in Le Revizor created at Théâtre Denise-Pelletier in 2003. On the international level, she designed in 2005
the costumes for the show entitled Tombouctou, 52 jours à dos de chameau created by Ahmed Ghazali in Morocco and directed by Vincent
Goethals, and in 2006, she is invited by the same director to design the costumes for Salina, a text by Laurent Gaudé, presented at the
Théâtre National de Lille-Tourcoing, Nord Pas-de- Calais.

Linda  Brunelle  

Set  Design

Born in Montevideo in 1965. In conjunction with his studies in architecture, Hugo Gargiulo began his training as an actor with Master Luis
Cerminara. In Uruguay, he first got his feet wet in acting in different areas of theatre. In 1994, he met Daniele Finzi Pasca and the poetics of
Teatro Sunil, and became a permanent member of the company in 1997. With Teatro Sunil, he continued to develop his multi-faceted spirit
and participated in the creation of several shows as an actor, playwright, director, and set designer. He has also participated in major pro-
ductions headed by Daniele Finzi Pasca including Corteo by Cirque du Soleil, where he served as acting designer. For Cirque Éloize, he man-
aged the replacement artists for the shows Nomade - At night the sky is endless and Rain. He assisted Finzi Pasca in the production of the
closing ceremonies for the 20th Olympic Winter Games in Torino.

Hugo  Gargiulo  

Creator  &  Trainer  -  New  Apparatus

A native of the Magdalen Islands, Daniel Cyr co-founded Cirque Éloize. He studied at the National Circus School, and has since performed
his ladder act at many festivals and worked with many Québec circus troupes. After creating Cirque Éloize, he travelled the world for nearly
nine years with Cirque Éloize and Excentricus, the company's first two productions. In his ongoing artistic quest, he develops new acts and
designs new devices, including the Cyr Wheel, for which he developed the techniques. He also developped the Star, a new device used in
Nebbia.

The circus arts have been an integral part of Krzysztof Soroczynski's life for more than forty years. He began his acrobatic career in Poland
in 1965 in traditional circuses. He worked with Cirque du Soleil first as a performer and then as a trainer. Co-founder of the Verdun Circus
School, he joined the Cirque Éloize troupe in 1999, becoming head trainer and talent scout. His involvement with up-and-coming circus stars
and his appreciation of the work of circus artists worldwide have greatly contributed to the creation of solid multidisciplinary troupes. His con-
stant work alongside performers makes it possible to maintain a technical level that is constantly improving within the company's shows. First
and foremost, Krzysztof Soroczynski is passionate about the circus, and he passes on this passion, which has motivated him
throughout his entire life, to all those he works with.

Suzanne has been performing modern dance for the past two decades. Over the years, she developed a deep interest in the art of make-up
application. While today she works both in television and in film, her preference for the stage arts has led her to concentrate primarily on
theatre. Recently she has been the makeup designer for a number of theatrical productions,including Coma Unplugged et Les points tour-
nants (Théâtre de la Manufacture), Corps étrangers et Vincent River (Théâtre de Quat'sous), Le Périmètre (Théâtre d'Aujourd'hui) and Au
retour des oies blanches (Rideau Vert). In 2001 she created the make-up for Cirque Orchestra followed by Nomade in 2002 and Rain in 2003.
This new creation marks her fourth collaboration with Cirque Éloize.

Davy is an artist with many talents. He's a producer, multi-instrumentalist, studio engineer/owner. He has produced well over 100 CDs for
various artists including Garou, Kaïn, Roch Voisine, Lennie Gallant, Connie Kaldor and many more.

Today, he continues to work with the talents he
introduced to and trained in the circus arts, who moved on to become professional circus performers. 

Cirque Éloize asked him to join the troupe in 1999 to develop banquine and hand-to-hand acts for the show Excentricus presented at
Edinburgh Fringe Festival. Since then, he has worked for the company as head trainer and talent scout. More particularly, he is in charge of
designing acrobatic performances for the show Cirque Orchestra in 2001 as well as for the three shows directed by Daniele Finzi Pasca form-
ing the Sky Trilogy: Nomade in 2002, Rain in 2004 and Nebbia in 2007. His involvement with up-and-coming circus stars and his apprecia-
tion of the work of circus artists worldwide has greatly contributed to the creation of unique solid multidisciplinary troupes. His work along-
side performers makes it possible to constantly improve the technical aspect of the company's shows.
